2. Training Update	5 Minutes
a. OSAP Recipient Meeting 
b. Synar Merchant Education 
Debra, Loren, Lori, Sindy and Stacey presented during the OSAP recipient meeting to highlight some of the success of the coalition. They gave a history of how the coalition formed, to how the coalition created separate subcommittee groups, how they recruited coalition members, and the different forms of scheduling subcommittee meetings. There were other programs who presented on their programs as well.  During this meeting, members were able to attend the Synar Merchant Education training.  Stacey mentioned the coalition has been assigned 40 merchants but only 37 will need to be completed as there were a few duplicate places.  Stacey will put the synar packets together and schedule times and dates for each tobacco merchant by the end of October.  Members should let Stacey know if they would like to assist during the Synar Merchant education.  Stacey will keep these members informed on when the merchant educations are scheduled.

c. Law Enforcement
i. SIU Sting Operations Update
SIU Agent Peterson Long gave an update on the sting operations he conducts as some are in conjunction with the McKinley County Sherriff’s Office.  Peterson was able to share his case numbers which reflect both McKinley and Cibola County.  There were 44 numbers of operations for sale to intox with 8 numbers of citations.  There were 20 numbers of operations for minor compliance with 5 numbers of citations. There were 24 numbers of operations for underage enforcement with 4 numbers of citations.  There were number of operations for tobacco with 5 numbers of citations.  
SIU Agent Long is always looking for youth 16-17 year olds to help with tobacco operations and 18-19 year olds to help with the sting operations.  If you know anybody who may be interested contact Stacey or Long for more information.  
ii. Responsible Beverage Service Model Update
Stacey mentioned she has created a draft check list for the responsible beverage service which will give the date, time, type of merchant education, check signage, question if the company has an alcohol policy handbook, if they need assistance in creating an alcohol policy handbook, and if the company needs a training on the merchant education that the SIU Agent can conduct.  Stacey mentioned she was able to reach out to other OSAP programs who said they working on the responsible beverage service model but those programs were not implementing the RBS model correctly.  The programs mentioned they would set up the meeting space, set up the meeting date and time, provide food and the SIU Agent would come in to present on the Merchant Education.   Stacey will continue to partner with the SIU Agent to be present when he does his next merchant education and collaborate more on implementing the RBS model in McKinley County. 
iii. October 22, 2016 – Rx Drug Take Back Event
Stacey will create flyers for the Rx drug take back event and send it out once it is ready for distribution.  Gallup PD will have a collection booth at the Rio West Mall. New Mexico State Police will have a collection booth at their office.  Navajo Nation PD will have a collection booth at their office in Crownpoint.  Ramah Navajo PD will have a collection booth at the Ramah Chapter House.  The Zuni PD will have a collection booth at the Zuni Tribal Building.  McKinley County Sheriff’s will have a collection booth at the Thoreau Substation.  Volunteers are being requested to be at a booth with the officers to disseminate the prescription drug abuse handbooks.  Let Stacey know if you are interested.
